There is a strong need for PPP not only in metropolitan areas but
also in regional areas. In 2008, we launched an Internet commuting
system that allows remote attendance using a web conference
system so that students living in remote areas who have difficulty
commuting can attend classes. After more than 10years of
experience, this system is already in operation, and many students
living in regional areas have completed their studies.

Please note that course of PPP is not a fully-online education system,
so a certain amount of commuting to campus is required.
International students need to obtain a valid visa to reside and study
in Japan during the course of the program.
